IS THE BIBLE TRUE? 
 
There are many opinions about whether the Bible is true or not. Some people think it’s partly 
true. Other people think many of the stories in it are a myth. Read the following verses and 
identify where the Bible came from and how we got it?

The Bible claims to be inspired. Inspired or “God-breathed” means that God spoke through the 
writers of the Bible to communicate absolute truth to us. Although the exact method is 
unknown, the entire Bible is God’s thoughts given to us through people. Because the Bible 
came from God, you can be certain it’s true.

A lot of people say the Bible is outdated or irrelevant. Yet many people have never read an 
entire chapter of the Bible.
